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SEC. 102. ENSURING THAT INNOVATIVE SMALL BUSI-

NESSES WITH SUBSTANTIAL INVESTMENT
FROM VENTURE CAPITAL OPERATING COM-
PANIES ARE ABLE TO PARTICIPATE IN THE
SBIR AND STTR PROGRAMS.

Section 9 of the Small Business Act (15 U.S.C. 638)
is amended by adding at the end the following:

“(aa) VENTURE CAPITAL OPERATING COMPANIES.—
Effective only for the SBIR and STTR programs the fol-
lowing shall apply:

“(1) A business concern that has more than
500 employees shall not qualify as a small business
concern.

“(2) In determining whether a small business
concern is independently owned and operated under
section 3(a)(1) or meets the small business size
standards instituted under section 3(a)(2), the Ad-
ministrator shall not consider a business concern to
be affiliated with a venture capital operating com-
pany (or with any other business that the venture
capital operating company has financed) if—

“(A) the venture capital operating com-
pany does not own 50 percent or more of the

business concern; and

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“(B) employees of the venture capital oper-
ating company do not constitute a majority of
the board of directors of the business concern.
“(3) A business concern shall be deemed to be

‘independently owned and operated’ if—

“(A) it 1s owned in majority part by one or
more natural persons or venture capital oper-
ating companies;

“(B) there is no single venture capital op-
erating company that owns 50 percent or more
of the business concern; and

“(C) there is no single venture capital op-
erating company the employees of which con-
stitute a majority of the board of directors of
the business concern.

“(4) If a venture capital operating company
controlled by a business with more than 500 employ-
ees (in this paragraph referred to as a “VCOC under
large business control’) has an ownership interest in
a small business concern that is owned in majority
part by venture capital operating companies, the
small business concern is eligible to receive an award

under the SBIR or ST'TR program only if—

“(B) the VCOCs under large business con-
trol do not collectively own more than 20 per-
cent of the small business concern.

“(IT) is an investment company,
as defined in subsection (a)(1) of sec-
tion 3 of such Act (15 U.S.C. 80a-3),
which is not registered under such Act
because of an exemption under sub-
section (¢)(1) or subsection (¢)(7) of

such section; and

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“(B) that is itself organized or incor-
porated and domiciled in the United States, or
1s controlled by a business concern that is incor-

porated and domiciled in the United States.”.

annual goals for commercialization of projects fund-
ed by SBIR awards.

“(2) SPECIFIC GOALS.—The goals required by
paragraph (1) shall include specific goals for each of

the following:

Committee on Small Business and Entrepreneurship

“(A) not later than 60 days after the be-

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Each agency required by
this section to conduct an SBIR program shall es-
tablish a commercialization program that supports
the progress of SBIR awardees to the third phase.
The commercialization program may include activi-
ties such as partnership databases, partnership con-
ferences, multiple second phases, mentoring between
prime contractors and SBIR awardees, multiple see-
ond phases with matching private investment re-
quirements, jumbo awards, SBIR helpdesks, and
transition assistance programs. The agency shall in-
clude 1n its annual report an analysis of the various
activities considered for inclusion in the commer-
cialization program and a statement of the reasons
why each activity considered was included or not in-
cluded, as the case may be.

“(2) SPACE SHUTTLE PROGRAM.—Kach agency
required to establish a commercialization program
under paragraph (1) and that carries out construc-
tion, assembly, or research and development activi-

ties with respect to the space shuttle program (also

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known as the space transportation system) shall in-
clude, as part of such commercialization program,
activities to assist small business concerns affected
by the termination of the space shuttle program to
commercialize technologies through SBIR. Activities

“(2) AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS.—
There is authorized to be appropriated to the Ad-
ministrator $10,000,000 to carry out paragraph (1)
for each of fiscal years 2010 and 2011.

“(3) AMOUNT OF ASSISTANCE.—For each of
subparagraphs (A) and (B) of paragraph (1), the
amount of assistance provided to an organization
under that subparagraph in any fiscal year—

“(A) shall be equal to the total amount of
matching funds from non-Federal sources pro-
vided by the organization; and

“(B) shall not exceed $250,000.

“(iv) Representatives of service pro-
viders of SBIR outreach and assistance, or
representatives of organizations of such

service providers.

“(D) DutiEs.—The advisory board shall

have the following duties:

“(A) eriteria designed to give preference to
applicants who propose to carry out activities
that will reach either an underperforming geo-
oraphic area (including geographic areas with
an unemployment rate that exceeds the national
unemployment rate) or an underrepresented
population group (as measured by the number
of SBIR applicants);

“(B) eriteria designed to give preference:
(1) to applicants serving underrepresented
States and regions; and (ii) to applicants who
are women-, service-disabled veterans-, or mi-
nority-owned.

“(C) eriteria designed to give preference to

applicants who propose to carry out activities

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that complement, and are integrated into, the
existing public-private innovation support sys-
tem for the targeted region or population;

“(D) criteria designed to give preference to
applicants who propose to measure the effec-
tiveness of the proposed activities; and

“(E) eriteria designed to give preference to
applicants who include a Small Business Devel-
opment Center program that is accredited for
its technology services.

“(7) PEER REVIEW.—In awarding grants under

this subsection, the Administrator shall use a peer

review process. Reviewers shall include—

“(A) SBIR program managers for agencies
required by this section to conduct SBIR pro-
orams; and

“(B) private individuals and organizations
that are knowledgeable about SBIR, the innova-
tion process, technology commercialization, and
State and regional technology-based economic
development programs.

“(8) PER-STATE LIMITATIONS.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—To be eligible to re-

ceive a grant under this subsection, the appli-

cant must have the written endorsement of the

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Governor of the State where the targeted re-
oions or populations are located (if the regions
or populations are located in more than one
State, the applicant must have the written en-
dorsement of the Governor of each such State).
Such an endorsement must indicate that the
Governor will ensure that the activities to be
carried out under the grant will be integrated
with the balance of the State’s portfolio of in-
vestments to help small business concerns com-
mercialize technology.

“(B) LimitATiON.—Each fiscal year, a
Governor may have in effect not more than one
written endorsement for a grant under para-

“(9) SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS FOR AWARDS.

In making awards under paragraph (1) the Adminis-
trator shall ensure that each award shall be for a pe-
riod of 2 fiscal years. The Administrator shall estab-
lish rules and performance goals for the disburse-
ment of funds for the second fiscal year, and funds
shall not be disbursed to a recipient for such a fiscal

year until after the advisory board established under

TITLE V—IMPROVING WATER
USE AND TRANSMISSION
TECHNOLOGY

SEC. 501. IMPROVING WATER USE AND TRANSMISSION
TECHNOLOGY.

Not later than 1 year after the date of the enactment
of this Act, Federal agencies with an SBIR program, as
appropriate, shall jointly develop and issue a small busi-
ness innovation research solicitation that requests re-
search proposals with respect to improving the efficiency
of water delivery systems and usage patterns in the United

States and its territories through the use of technology.
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TITLE VI—GAO STUDY WITH RE-
SPECT TO VENTURE CAPITAL
OPERATING COMPANY IN-
VOLVEMENT

SEC. 601. GAO STUDY WITH RESPECT TO VENTURE CAPITAL
OPERATING COMPANY INVOLVEMENT.

The Comptroller General of the United States shall
carry out a study of the impact of requirements relating
to venture capital operating company involvement under
section 9(aa) of the Small Business Act, as added by sec-
tion 102 of this Act. Not later than 1 year after the date
of the enactment of this Act, the Comptroller General shall
submit to Congress a report on the results of the study.
